During half term, we received information from
Cadent, who operate the gas pipes in the King's
Academy Binfield area that they are replacing old
pipes and so have to turn off KAB's gas supply for one
day. 

This could take place any time between now and 31

days’ notice. We will let you know when we have
further information. We do not expect any significant
issues. 

The main impact will be on the kitchens as any stove
top food preparation is not possible without gas
supply. However, electric ovens will still be
operational so most break and lunchtime favourites
will still be available!
