Some parents have even asked staff to set work for their children to complete on holiday; this is 
a completely unreasonable demand and unfair to expect teachers to add to their workload by organising 
additional work.  

 
I completely understand that 
small children get ill and need time off, however I do have a duty to invite parents in next term and arrange for 
attendance plans to be put into place to support students with low attendance.
