	Impact:  We set out to improve on specific areas of PESSPA and our aim was to provide the children with high level teaching of PE. We wanted to give the children the opportunity to participate in a wide variety of clubs at no extra cost and it was great to see those numbers increase from previous years.
 
Attending a large number of school events, tournaments and fixtures allowed more children to have the opportunity to represent the school and we saw an increase in engagement in PE and Extra Curricular clubs through this.
 
 CPD to teachers through school meetings and inset days were given by the Sports Coach to increase confidence for class teachers. Planning provision was also purchased for use to all staff.
	Comments:  The increase in engagement of PE was great to see. This was down to a number of factors which included extra curricular clubs, engaging PE lessons and school events. 91% of KS2 children had the opportunity to represent the school in fixtures and tournaments.
 
The Conqueror Challenges proved to be successful with over half the school taking part and being more active outside of school.
 
The appointment of a PE specialist as helped increase confidence in all staff when it comes to their PE lessons. They have the tools and resources for their lessons and feel more confident when delivering PE
	Impact Future: In KS1, 54% of children participated in an event, tournament or fixture. In KS2, 86% participated in an event, tournament of fixture.
 
Extra clubs meant more participation from children attending clubs. In KS1, 59% of children attended a sporting/active after school club. In KS2, 81% attended a sporting/active after school club.
